Description
	Altogether, 50 households were selected out of the 115 households surveyed for support with hand pumps, following a comprehensive wellbeing ranking assessment of the community. The survey was carried out across various toles such as Dhobiyahi, Orahan, and Domarahi/Musahari in Ward No. 3 of Chhinnamasta Rural Municipality. Similarly, in Ward No. 5 of Chhinnamasta, additional 6 households were identified and selected for support as part of the effort to control and contain the cholera outbreak reported in the first week of November.

During the assessment, families were categorized into three groups: extremely poor, poor, and middle-income. This classification was based on several criteria, including household size, level of food sufficiency from their own production, income sources, type and condition of housing, and the size of their landholdings.

This process ensured that the most vulnerable and deserving families were prioritized for hand pump support, contributing to improved access to safe drinking water within the community.
